III Working Table on Security Issues

The aim of this Working Table is to help create a climate of confidence and security throughout South Eastern Europe by enhancing transparency and predictability in the home and justice sectors as well as in the military field. It is committed to promoting cooperation and good neighbourly relations in the region.

The Working Table emphasises the need to develop a comprehensive and strategic approach, taking into account the diversity of the countries of the region and distinguishing between immediate and longer-term objectives. This endeavor requires unprecedented efforts and cooperation of all participants in the Stability Pact. 
A Sub-Table on Defense and Security Affairs

In an attempt to promote transparency, openness and predictability in the field of military security and to establish a broad security dialogue among the participating states, we suggest to focus on the following priority areas:

Defense Economics and Demobilization 

Disproportionate military expenditure contradicts international efforts to speed up economic development, civil-society building and accelerated co-operation with Euro-Atlantic institutions. We should, therefore, aim at further promoting the agenda of increasing transparency in defense planning and reducing disproportionate military spending. 

In this context, we recommend to support the programme by NATO and the World Bank to assist the reintegration of demobilized military personnel into labour markets, as a first step in Romania and Bulgaria. This project is a good example of the synergy between NATO's South-East Europe Initiative and the Stability Pact process.

We would also recommend assistance to Bosnia and Herzegovina in the unconditional 15 % reduction of the Armed Forces of the Federation through financial support of the re-integration of dismissed military personnel into the private sector. Several donors and agencies have already expressed their interest of providing assistance to the reintegration of ex-soldiers to the World Bank.
Arms Control and Non-Proliferation 

The Stability Pact is strongly committed to the OSCE-led processes under articles II, IV and V of the Dayton/Paris Peace accords with its ambitious arms control and confidence and security building objectives, such as exchange of military information, notification and observation of military activities and others. We recommend giving priority to implementation and geographical extension of existing agreements and arrangements in the region. 
Therefore, we support Germany’s proposals to establish a regional multi-national verification centre for South Eastern Europe to assist the states in the region to participate more effectively in the implementation of existing arms control agreements. Also, France´s proposal to establish a regional aerial observation system has been included in our quick-start package. This system would  provide States with the possibility to overfly territories in the region with the aim of collecting mainly military information.

In an attempt to speed up the destruction of surplus weapons and unstable ammunition explosives, and mines, we suggest to concentrate in the future on establishing a network of destruction facilities, for instance those proposed by Albania, Hungary and Bulgaria that are short-listed on the internet, but not yet elaborated enough to be included in the quick start package. 

Fighting Illicit Transfers of Light Arms and Small Weapons 

The availability, accumulation and uncontrolled flow of small arms and light weapons pose serious threats to peace and stability in the region and prevent economic development and civil-society building in South Eastern Europe. The Stability Pact will pursue the objective of developing a unified regional approach to fight the excessive accumulation and uncontrolled circulation of small arms and light weapons in the region, including the establishment of a legal framework, limitation of trade, enforcement capacity building, restriction of production, control of storage, and information exchange. This process has only started recently and will need more time to be fully elaborated. In this context, we emphasize the exemplary role of UNDP in developing a coherent approach on providing advocacy, public awareness and community rewards through development incentives in exchange for illegal weapons. 

As part of the quick start package, we give support to the Norway/US Joint Working Group offer to send to any member of the Stability Pact a team of experts to assess technical requirements and recommend options for the secure storage and destruction of small arms and light weapons.

Other valuable projects that envisage joint regional operations to ensure the collection and destruction of firearms, and the development of a regional registers for the destruction of small arms and light weapons have been short-listed and should be considered at a later stage of the financing process. 

Military Contacts and Cooperation

Pursuing the aim of developing collaborative relationships conducive to preventing and managing violent conflicts, the Stability Pact is strongly committed to processes which enhance co-operation and collaborative regional institutions in the security sector. We aim at supporting multinational training and education activities, the establishment of multinational peacesupport formations, and other multinational initiatives on conflict prevention and crisis management. 
In this context, we suggest to support Greece’s proposed training activites for military and politico-military personnel on specific areas of Peacesupport Operations and Humanitarian Missions. This project aims at preparing the countries in the region to participate actively in the effective implemention of international conflict prevention and crises management measures, including UN and OSCE peacekeeping activities. We would encourage expansion and co-funding of similar activities.

In addition, education and training activities should be implemented quickly, for instance the OSCE’s seminar for military and security experts on structures of armed forces in multi-ethnic states, and Germany’s seminar on democratic control of armed forces for representatives of national parliaments and governments as well as military experts.

Humanitarian De-mining

Anti-personnel mines represent a serious obstacle to refugee return and economic progress in various countries of the region. The Stability Pact, therefore, should focus its efforts on the development of an integrated humanitarian de-mining strategy, including clearance and training as well as research, development and testing of improved de-mining equipment. We consider the existing mechanism of the International Trust Fund for Demining and Mine Victims Assistance (ITF) by Slovenia as a valuable instrument in this respect.

We would particularly like to stress the quick impact capability of the European Commission`s  Anti-Personnel Mine Action Strategy, the mine awareness education activities by UNICEF, the comprehensive mine action programmes for Kosovo by UNMAS, as well as UNDP´s  Mine Action Programme in Bosnia and Herzegowina. Other valuable projects deserve support at a later stage of the financing process as well.

 Vocational Training of Unemployed Military Officers 

EURO 2.000.000 

Background

Armed forces manpower reduction will oblige military personnel not yet of retiring age in Bulgaria and Romania to seek employment in the civil sector. The economies of these countries are in transition which makes it particularly important that the process of reintegrating military personnel becomes successful. Romania has released 11,000 officers over the last 3 years and plans to release another 20,000 in the period 2000-2007. Bulgaria plans to release 20,000 officers in the period 2000-2004.

Stability Pact Objectives

Facilitate transition to defence and military establishments that function properly in democratic society. Reduce social and economic burden of reforms to countries in transition. 

Description

In the preparatory phase NATO experts, together with the World Bank and the nations concerned, are determining the vocational needs of redundant military officers and the financial implications of addressing these needs. The outcome of the preparatory phase will form the basis for adjusting existing vocational programmes and/or enabling the countries concerned to set up additional programmes. The estimated cost of these preparations is indicated below. Each country will seek additional external financing for projects when they are finalized. 

Progress to date

NATO has taken its necessary internal decisions to procede with the project. Visit of NATO expert teams to Bulgaria and Romania to coordinate on the ground with national officials and World Bank representatives are taking place in early and mid-March. These will refine cost estimates.

Assistance for the Reduction of the Armed Forces in Bosnia and Herzegovina

EURO 26,000,000

Background

The military forces of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina will be reduced by 15% in the year 2000. This project would include a labor redeployment fund and support to project implementation.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

The Stability Pact promotes programs to demobilize, disarm and reintegrate military personnel into the labor market. In Bosnia and Herzegovina, there is an urgent need to address the social implications of the demobilization process. 

Description

The project envisages finance demand-driven reintegration activities through a labor redeployment fund. These activities include support for employment, micro-enterprises, farming, skills enhancement, and higher education. Financial support would guarantee the employment of the dismissed soldiers, support for small business creation and retirement schemes. It also includes comprehensive information and counseling services to all ex-soldiers in areas such as pre-discharge orientation, professional orientation, employment opportunities and post-traumatic stress disorder. It would also provide for business advisory services.
Progress to date

The preparations are well advanced and the project will be ready for presentation in full in this spring.  Several donors and agencies have expressed their interest of providing assistance to the reintegration of ex-soldiers.

Regional Verification Center for South East Europe 

EURO 0

Background
The level of preparation for implementing arms control agreements varies immensely in south east Europe. Whereas the CFE states have been working for years on building up strong verification organizations, other countries in the region that are no more than sporadically concerned with the Vienna Document have extremely low capacities. Some of the countries that participate in the Florence Agreement (Dayton, Annex 1B, Art. IV) have created verification institutions to implement it. The difference in the standard to which the agreements are implemented may give rise to misperceptions and misinterpretations both among the countries in the region and within the OSCE. Establishing a multinational verification centre to improve this standard and to promote regular dialogue may help to build confidence among these countries. 

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives
The project will facilitate the efforts of the Stability Pact in the field of arms control.

Description

The aim and purpose of establishing a regional and multinational verification centre for Southeast Europe (MVC) is to assist the nations in the region to participate more effectively in the implementation of the arms control agreements they have concluded.  Moreover, the MVC could promote dialogue and cooperation in order to improve the standards of implementation of arms control instruments.

Progress to date
Secured Funding by the German Government guarantees an early start of the Project.

Croatia has stated that it is prepared to host an MVC structured along the lines of the national verification centre in Zagreb 

GE and HVR are currently working on initial basic ideas regarding the establishment and organization of the MVC

Regional Aerial Observation System

EURO 522.900

Background

The Open Skies Treaty is currently not into force, but signatories States conduct successfully, on a regular basis, trial observation flights based on the provisions of the Treaty.  Some States in the region are not signatories to the Open Skies Treaty but all States in the region willing to contribute to an aerial observation system could benefit from it, notwithstanding the entry into force of the Treaty.

Hungary and Romania have developed a bilaterial regime for aerial observation, which can serve as s reference in the definition of a regional observation system.

Positive experience has been gained during overflights organized by other countries (France, Germany) over Bosnia and Herzegovina (in the framework of the Dayton/Paris agreement, annex 1-B, article II).  

Stability Pact Commitments – Objectives

A aerial observation system would bring a short term and a long term contribution to the goals of the Stability Pact.

In the short term, overflight contributes to transparency and is therefore considered a Confidence and Security Building Measure.  The information gathered during a flight can answer concerns of a State, confirm information provided and help better assess a situation.

In the long term, the joint organization of flights develops the habit of co-operation among the participating States and thus reinforces the mutual trust.  In conducting operations jointly, the participating States can also identify elements of common interest, such as preoccupation for a specific border region or concern over the ecological evolution of a territory.

Description

A regional aerial observation system provides the possibility for States to overfly territories in the region with a view to collecting mainly military information, but also any other type of interest (for example, information regarding environmental situation).

Voluntary States would organize collectively the modalities of the flight (territories flown over, type of information gathered, participation, distribution of information) and would conduct the operation using national means supported by external funding.

Other States, with a specific experience in aerial transparency gained in the trial Open Skies flights, could bring a contribution to the organisation of some of the overflights.

The system would be used only by voluntary States in South Eastern Europe, providing for the basis provisions and the supplementary funding necessary to conduct the operations.

General overview of the system could be provided by the Implementation Group of the Article 5, annex IB, Paris/Dayton Agreement Accord,; when it enters into force.

Progress to date

The project has been presented to the States participating in the Stability Pact  at the Oslo meeting, in October, and in the frame of the Article V negotiations.  It has been discussed in some detail with States of the region.  Many countries have expressed their interest for their project.

III.A.1 Security and Destruction of Small Arms and Light Weapons

Background

The availability, accumulation and uncontrolled flow of small arms poses a serious threat to peace and stability in Southeast Europe.  Moreover, it also hinders efforts to promote economic development, civil-society building and non-proliferation in the region.  Without the problem being addressed, true progress on the above fronts will be hard to achieve.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

The project would directly contribute to the efforts of the Stability Pact in preventing the uncontrolled spread of small arms and light weapons in the region.  It would also supplement the Stability Pact's efforts in regards to non-proliferation, economic development and the strengthening of civil society.

Description

The United States of America, under the auspices of the Norway-U.S. Joint Working Group on the Destruction of Small Arms and Light Weapons, offers to send to any member of the Stability Pact a team of experts to assess technical requirements and recommend options for the secure storage and destruction of small arms and light weapons.  The team will consist of three experts, of which two will be from the U.S. Department of Defense.  The team would, at the invitation of a Stability Pact member, visit appropriate sites determined by the host country.  In addition to the assessment, the team could, under appropriate conditions, demonstrate suitable destruction or security techniques.  It is anticipated that the team would require 3-5 days in each country.  Unless otherwise directed by the host country, all findings of the team would be shared only with the host country.  The host country may be asked to provide interpretation services for the assessment team, as necessary.  The team will be available from the beginning of May 2000.  Further details will be provided upon request.

Peacekeeping Operations).

Seminar on the "Democratic Control of Armed Forces”

Background

The "OSCE – Code of Coduct on Politico-Military aspects of Security" describes the democratic political control of military forces to be an indispensable element of stability and security (Chapter VII, No. 20).

Germany regards the exchange of information and experience of these aspects to be an essential contribution for enhancing confidence building and fostering the implementation process.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

The project will complement the Stability Pact's efforts in building closer military contacts in the region as well as in regards securing greater levels of security and democracy in the region.
Description

Germany therefore offers to organize a multinational seminar on the "Democratic Control of Military Forces" (in addition to bilateral seminars already agreed). 

The seminar is designed to acquaint representatives of national parliaments and governments as well as military and academic experts on security policy from Southeast European countries with the process of democratic control armed forces, drawing i.a. on German experiences.

Assistance to the Mine Action Programme of BiH 

EURO 3,240,000

Background

Much of the civilian population in Bosnia and Herzegovina remains at serious risk of injury and sustainable livelihoods due to the threat of landmine contamination resulting from the war. Some estimates have placed the number of mines at approximately 1 million in addition to a vast number of unexploded ordinance. Without immediate and systematic humanitarian mine removal activity, speedy civilian return and future development will be seriously impeded.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

The programme is designed to implement the commitments of the Stability Pact – promotion of civil society, responsible and democratic government and economic development. Continued success in the Mine Action Programme will have considerable and direct impact on all developments in BiH and will promote further civilian return, reintegration and develoment. 

Description

UNDP’s assistance to the Mine Action Programme of BiH supports the institutional development of Mine Action structures in their singular goal to successfully complete humanitarian demining of the country’s territory. Unlike emergency piece-meal mine-lifting efforts, humanitarian demining aims to assure maximum safety of civilians, which in turn facilitates refugee and internally-displaced person reintegration, and benefits both rural and urban economic development.

UNDP assistance comes in the form of technical assistance for capacity building and institutional development as well as financial operational assistance, supported by ongoing contributions from the international community through the UNDP Trust Fund for Mine Action in BiH. Financing covers the costs of developing and maintaining Mine Action Centres responsible for maintaining computer databases identifying both mined and cleared areas, surveying areas for mine contamination, performing quality control of ongoing demining activity and coordinating the setting of demining priorities as well as coordinating mine awareness campaigns.

The provision of financial assistance from external sources for these centres is vital towards systematic and prompt mine removal activity until such a time that the Government of Bosnia and Herzegovina is able to self-finance the programme.   

Progress to date

Following an independent review conducted in 1999 of demining-related activities in BiH, the UNDP Assistance to Mine Action in BiH focused on further national capacity-building of the country’s institutional structures for demining. 

Financial assistance to the Mine Action structures in year 2000 will support a drastic increase in actual demining activity because of readied databases, well-organized quality assurance inspectors, survey and organizational capacity. Detailed documentation of the project and phases are available.

Support to Mine Action Assistance through the Mine Action Center in Pristina

EURO 14,339,904

Background

Approximately 2,500 individual areas of Kosovo have been reported to the MACC as dangerous due to mines or unexploded ordnance. Over 300 of theses areas were identified by NATO as areas bombed with cluster munitions. KFOR estimates put the number of unexploded bomblets at over 14.000: in addition, the Serbian Army has provided records for 624 minefields. The remaining areas are suspected as mined but no records exist to confirm these suspicions. Mines and UXO have killed 54 and injured 245 people since 12 June 1999, with the highest risk group being 18- 24 year olds. As well as causing casualties, the mine and UXO threat in Kosovo is preventing people from rebuilding their lives, as many cannot return to their villages or fields and resume a relatively normal life. The threat from mines also hinders the work of many relief and rehabilitation organisations attempting to restore essential services and repair infrastructure

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

The Stability Pact is committed to developing a comprehensive demining strategy. This project is consistent with this priority goal.

Description

Goals for 2000

Clearance of all high priority mined / dangerous areas

Clearance of all Cluster Bomb Sites

Reduction of the casualty rate by raising the level of mine awareness at the community level.

Supporting the existing prosthetic support capability and the introduction of a basic psychosocial capability to assist with the rehabilitation and reintegration of victims

Progress to date

Mine Action Co-ordination Centre Kosovo

The United Nations Mine Action Co-ordination Centre in Kosovo (UNMACC) was initially established in Skopje, Macedonia. The early move of KFOR into Kosovo allowed the quick deployment of MACC into Pristina on 17 June 1999. The timely manner in which the MACC became operational was due in no small part to generous donations of in-kind equipment and personnel received from a variety of sources.

Mine Action Components in Kosovo

The MACC is well established in a highly accessible office in central Pristina, currently employing eight international staff, 17 in-kind staff and ten local staff. Regional mine information offices have also been set up by demining organisations at the request of the MACC to assist with the dissemination of information to relief organisations and the local population. The MACC is working in accordance with a concept of operations which has been fully endorsed by UNMIK. 

Progress in support of the emergency effort to date in Kosovo has been good. Since activities commenced, 6.713 houses and 552 schools have been confirmed as clear and much effort has been put into supporting the wider humanitarian effort. Approximately 1.300 anti-personnel mines, 850 anti-tank mines and 1.950 cluster bomblets have been cleared by MACC-accredited organisations. These clearance figures will begin to increase as locally recruited deminers complete their training courses in the near future.

Priorities for Clearance in 2000

The aim for the year 2000 is to identify and clear all high priority areas. High priority areas are being identified by their proximity to areas of population, essential services, and concentrations of mine casualties. 

Long Term Objectives

Whilst there is a significant mine and UXO problem in Kosovo, it is hoped that because of the limited duration of the conflict and the relatively small size of the province, the clearance of the vast majority of mine and UXO contaminated areas is an achievable objective. The long-term objective is to have the vast majority of these areas cleared within two to three years. It should be recognised, however, that such an objective is only achievable if there is a high level of commitment and support from mine I UXO clearance organisations and donors.

Mine Awareness Education in Bosnia and Herzegovina

EURO 509,250

Background

One of the legacies of the four-year civil war in Bosnia and Herzegovina has been the estimated six million mines left behind, primarily along previous confrontation lines, but also in fields, homes, along river beds and roads. In addition, there are vast quantities of booby-traps, trip mines, grenades, unexploded ordnance (UXO) and other weapons and ammunition. Many children who remained through the fighting in Bosnia and Herzegovina are familiar with weapons of war. They can identify each, describe its purpose, capabilities and perhaps point out where to find a mine. On the other hand, there are children who know very little of land mines and UXO -the refugee and displaced children who are now returning to their homes. They form the high risk population group with the highest incidence of mine accidents.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

This project is consistent with the priority goals of the Stability Pact.

Description

The objective of the project is to enhance the effects of mine awareness education through incorporating entertainment segments.

Strategy and Activities

Mine Awareness Education Kit developed for training teachers and educators. Kits include posters, pamphlets, teacher's manuals, stickers, student's timetable, jigsaw puzzles, games and audio tapes.

Mine awareness training programmes through the NGO "Spirit of Soccer" to disseminate mine awareness through coaching clinics. Includes the recognition of mine types, mine identifiers, signs, first-aid procedures and reporting the presence of mines.

Theater group to organize a series of performances relating to the dangers of mines. A series of radio and TV programmes on local networks to increase the impact of the above mentioned performances.

Programme and technical support provided for implementation of mine awareness education. 

Monitoring and evaluation of UN and NGO activities undertaken

Expected outcomes

Mine Awareness Education Kit will be distributed to primary school children and their teachers.

A strategic Package of Projects for Mine Action in SEE 

EURO 3,350,000 

Background

Based on its contribution to date, the European Commission proposes an integrated strategy for humanitarian demining intended to respond to the specific social, political and economic situations of the Stability Pact Region.

The reason for such an approach is twofold: on the one hand the need to take stock of the experiences in the field and on the other hand the need to approach a region according to its problems, priorities and plans for its future.

The former need has already been reflected in a new European Commission’s policy overhauling the approach to the problem of landmines in general. 

Indeed with the creation of a new increased budgetary line for EU mine action and the explicit links to safety and security objectives, the need for a comprehensive overview and re-view of past and current actions has become even more urgent. 

This process intends to tackle the Landmines problem not only under its multi-fold implications but also as a finite problem for which an end can and must be foreseen and related steps can be planned.
The latter need is a direct consequence of the political priority that the EU attaches to South Eastern Europe, to its stability, to its economic development and to its social integration into the wider European family. To this effect the European Union is willing to invest the resources necessary to devise strategies tailored made not only to the needs of the deminers operating in this region but also to the diverse needs of the countries, the people, the business communities and the political authorities. Furthermore, given the “finite” nature of the issue, a wider regional impact from these measures is sought in terms of pluri-functionality of knowledge and skills created by these actions, in view of  promoting the qualification of manpower on sound economic bases and  self-sustainable perspective. Lessons learned by our Institutions, which have been compared with findings of other eminent researchers and practitioners have resulted in the identification of a number of obstacles  which should be tackled in order to create an enabling environment and a meaningful strategy. 

Among these: insufficient knowledge of the “real problems on the ground”, lack of R&D focus on quickly applicable innovative technologies, adapted to specific conditions as demanded by the users of  technologies, lack of an attractive market with clear-cut business perspectives, lack of links with the local communities enabling the definition of priorities in land use, etc. Training of deminers in the Region has already reached a reasonable critical mass; their work needs now instrumental and information back up as well as a comprehensive strategy, in which a number of actors will play the appropriate role.

Success will only be achieved if  international political and resource commitment is sustained, if international co-ordination is improved, if effective national capabilities are commensurate with the quality and quantity of the tasks and if the business/industrial community can upgrade the performance and safety of existing demining techniques.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

The aim of the European Commission mine action in support of the Stability Pact is to remove the scourge of landmines within the next 10 to 15 years at the latest. 

To this end,  the Commission is committed to improve the understanding of the territory, its uses as well as the understanding of the market in the SEE Region, to support and document its sustainability, to establish transparency as regards technological requirements in mine afflicted countries; it will link R&D support to real market demand, establish quality standards for equipment, and, eventually, facilitate the availability of expensive equipment for demining companies.

In order to achieve these goals the EC intends to build upon local scientific capability (although not exclusively directed to de-mining), existing regional institutions and to involve as much as possible civil and business society in the planning of future interventions.

Description

The package includes the following five projects:

1. Understanding the territory, the economic, political and security environment, the needs of the users of demining technology and the  specificity of the  market in order to establish a multi-annual strategy and a verifiable working plan for the region;

2. Establishment of high definition maps via advanced system, secure GIS and training and collaboration of local scientists;

3. Test and evaluation of performances of metal detectors (consumers report) to help market transparency and efficiency;

4. Assessment of new technologies  (working prototypes). Testing in mine affected areas.

5. Promotion of industry’s interest in Research and Development of new Prototypes via an ad hoc call for tender.

Mine Awareness in Croatia

EURO 101,250

Background

Anti-personnel (APMs) mines threaten the lives of the civilian population in Croatia and will continue to do so for several decades. The United Nations estimates that there are between 2 to 4 million anti-personnel mines and unexploded ordnance (UXO) scattered along the former front lines in Croatia. Despite preventive measures children continue to fall victim to this heinous weapon of war. Psychologists and experts of the Police Academy have surveyed substantial numbers of children and their parents living in areas of "high risk". The data reveals the presence of a dangerous "Macho" syndrome existing among teenagers which is leading to the adoption of extremely precarious and risky behavioral patterns. The initial analysis of this data, indicates that there is a continued need for mine awareness education in primary schools and its introduction into secondary and high schools.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

This project is consistent with the priority goals of the Stability Pact.

Description

The project will continue mine awareness education in primary schools. It will also initiate the same in secondary schools to enhance the prevention of risky behavior of teenagers.

Strategy and Activities 

Teenage children, their parents and teachers screened prior to receiving any mine awareness information. After being provided with mine awareness information, the same respondents to be re-screened to gauge differences in their knowledge, attitudes and behavior towards dealing with mines.

Teaching materials for educating adolescents designed in collaboration with the Ministry of Education, the Police Academy, the Ministry of the Interior and national NGOs.

Primary and secondary school teachers trained for educating children on mine awareness issues.

Media campaigns utilizing T.V. and radio targeting mine awareness messages for primary school children to include secondary and high school levels too.

Expected outcomes

Evaluation report will be prepared and published on the mine awareness education

Teaching materials will be developed and distributed.

Skills of teachers teaching mine awareness education strengthened.

Number of students receiving mine awareness messages through mass media campaigns increased.

Mine Action Assistance Program in Croatia 

EURO 5,182,222

Background

The landmine situation in Croatia is still a major deterrent to the refugees and internally displaced persons returning to their homes and resuming a viable economic life. More than 6,000 square kilometers are contaminated with landmines and unexploded ordnance. Since 1992, when mine clearance activities began, less than 50 square kilometers have been cleared. Casualties are rising as more people return to contaminated areas in increasing numbers and many returnees are forced to again leave their homes as they cannot safely work the fields that normally provided their livelihood.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

This project fits in the priorities areas defined by the Stability Pact.

Description

The aim of this project is to continue to provide assistance to the Government of Croatia for strengthening its national capacity to address the mine and Unexploded Ordnance problem. 

In addition to the implementation of priority mine clearance operations, the Croatian Mine Action Centre with assistance from the UN has planned the follwing activities in 1999:

· Establishment and training of specialized teams to conduct Level 2 Survey operations using mechanical  mine clearance equipment and mine detection dogs;

· Development of a national capacity to perform Quality Assurance operations aimed at ensuring that mine clearance of land has been carried out according to international standards, prior to turn over to normal use;

· Development, in conjunction with UNICEF, ICRC, UNHCR and other organizations, of a more refined and sustainable mine awareness programme, enhanced for all target groups in order to prevent further victims;

· Establishment and support of a Mine Victims Association to organize assistance;

· Establishment and development of a national mine detection dog school in order to enhance the Level 2 and Quality Assurance capacities.

Progress to date

The United Nations Mine Action Programme in Croatia was initially established in June 1996 under the auspices of DHA. The objective was to advise, assist and support the Government of Croatia in developing a sustainable national demining capacity. With continued UN assistance throughout 1997 and 1998, significant progress has been achieved in this field, and the Croatian Mine Action Centre became operational in the course of 1998 and developed its capacity to take over full responsibility for mine action in Croatia. However, in order to strengthen this capacity, the Government of Croatia requested that the United Nations continue their assistance in 1999. Therefore, while UNMAS and UNOPS continue to implement the UN Mine Action Assistance Programme in Croatia, discussions have been initiated between the Government of Croatia, UNMAS, and UNDP, at the request from the Government of Croatia, to transfer the UN's long-term suppOI1 of the project to UNDP.

Sub-Table on Justice and Home Affairs

The long-term process towards regional stabilisation, based on democratic reform and economic development, requires a basic level of internal security. Establishing law and order and is key to the success of the Stability Pact. Based on this assumption, this Sub-Table concentrates its work on the following priority areas: 

Legislative Reform 

The Stability Pact is committed to assisting the countries of the region to carry out legislative reforms aimed at democratic transition and to providing a framework for maintaining just regimes. This Working Table will thus support the countries in the region in their attempt to develop a body of laws in the Justice and Home Affairs sector, which is derived legitimately and promulgated and accepted widely. 

In this context we recommend to support the proposals of OSCE and Council of Europe to establish a virtual clearing house and the proposals from Germany to support legislative reform

Institution-Building

The establishment of law and order is key to individual well-being, democratization, and economic development. Citizens will not invest in their own or in their countrie’s future if they believe their life and property to be in jeopardy. The Stability Pact will, therefore, focus on building state institutions in the internal security sectors, which are both effective and legitimate. It promotes initiatives, which support the creation of 

· a legitimate, fair and effective network of police authority,  

· an accessible, independent and impartial judicial system, and

· a transparent and legitimate penal system.

Consequently we support the projects proposed by OSCE and the Council of Europe to support prison reform in the countries of the region and the projects of Germany the Council of Europe and Greece, which will lead to an improvement of the institutional situation especially in the judicial sector.

Combating Organized Crime

Following the Yugoslav wars of succession, local and international organized crime and corruption have gained a prominent and devastating role, affecting all levels of societies by undermining individual security, respect for the rule of law and trust in investment and reform efforts. The Stability Pact, therefore, focuses its efforts on combating corruption as well as on international crime prevention throughout the region. 

As part of the quick start package we support the Council of Europe’s program against organised crime, the initiative of Bosnia and Herzegovina and Interpol to upgrade and expand the National Interpol office of Bosnia and Herzegovina and the projects proposed by France and UNDCP to fight the trafficking of drugs.

Border Management 

The Stability Pact focuses on establishing good governance principles in the regional relations between South East European states. In this context, it is essential that the countries of the region undertake measures to improve their border control infrastructure and management. 

In this context we suggest to support the anti trafficking initiative of UNDCP and the European Union and the propose training measures offered by Germany to the countries of the region.

Emergency Response Co-operation

Especially under the impression of the recent events and also because emergency response co-operation is one of the classical fields of neighboring co-operation. The Stability Pact therefore the need to for cooperative mechanisms to prevent endemic flooding in the region, accelerate environmental clean-up efforts and coping with natural disasters.

In this context we recommend to support the project submitted by Croatia. Subject of this project is a training exercise on fighting major fires.

Background:

All of the countries in Southeast Europe are at present reforming their legal systems in a bid to align them with international standards.  By harmonising their legal systems with international standards, the current trends towards cooperation and integration would be greatly facilitated.

The Working Plan of the Stability Pact stresses the need to consider, "the creation of legislative clearing house in order to provide easier access to relevant international community expertise in legal reform within the countries of Southeast Europe."

Description:

The project would involve the establishment of a regional legislative website to provide texts of and comments on, legislation as well as international instruments that fall within the OSCE's core areas of expertise.  .  The website would serve as a reference and research tool for legislators, government officials, lawyers, NGOs and others in countries of SEE for legislative and other work.

Programme Against Corruption And Organised Crime In SEE - PACO

 EURO 10.330.000 

Background

Corruption and organised crime are serious threats to democracy, the rule of law, human rights and social and economic progress in South-eastern Europe. Combating organised crime and corruption is therefore one .of the objectives of the Stability Pact for South-Eastern Europe  adopted on 10 June 1999.

In these fields, the Council of Europe has significant expertise, a comprehensive set of instruments, monitoring and evaluation mechanisms and technical cooperation experience at its .disposal and is ready to make these available to support the objectives of the Stability Pact. It has therefore initiated the preparation of the 'Programme against corruption and organised crime in South-Eastern Europe -PACO'.
.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

PACO will support the implementation of the Stability Pact Anti-corruption Initiative (SPAI) as well as initiatives against organised crime and money laundering which are yet to be agreed upon.

The Stability Pact Anti-corruption Initiative is based on five commitments. PACO will in particular contribute to the "strengthening and promotion of the rule of lawn and the "adoption and implementation of European and other international instruments".

PACO will furthemore support measures to strengthen legislation, institution building and regional and international cooperation which will be key components of a Stability Pact initiative against organised crime and money laundering.
...

Description

The programme objective will be to strengthen capacities against, corruption, organised crime and money laundering in the countries of South-eastem Europe.

It will help these countries meet the standards set by relevant instruments of the Council of Europe and the European Union.

The programme will have a duration of three years (2001 -2003). It will be preceded by a one. year preparatory and assessment phase (2000). .,

PACO will comprise several projects which will be formulated in the course of the preparatory phase. On the basis of present knowledge -and in particular the recommendations prepared by the countries of the region within the framework of the joint European Commission/Council.of Europe OCTOPUS Programme -the following four projects will need to be developed:

Project to strengthen the legislation against corruption, organised crime and money laundering (PACO –Legislation)

Project to strengthen inter-agency cooperation, specialised units and investigative capacities against corruption, organised crime and money laundering (PACO -Institution building).

Project to strengthen policies and strategies as well as prevention measures against corruption, organised crime and money laundering (PACO -Policies and prevention).

Project to strengthen regional and international cooperation against corruption and organised crime (PACO -Regional and Intemational cooperation).

Country-specific work plans or sub-projects will be developed under each of these projects. Technical cooperation may range from the provision of information, to training, expertise, sharing of experience, transfer of know-how , and provision of equipment.

Progress to date

The Council of Europe has closely cooperated with the OECD, the European Commission, the USA, the World Bank and the Office of the Special Coordinator in the drafting of the Stability Pact Anti-corruption Initiative. Moreover, on the request of the Office of the Special Coordinator, the Council of Europe has prepared elements of an action plan on organised crime and is ready to participate in the development of initiatives in this field.

Preparatory activites of the PACO programme have started with planning and needs assessment workshops in Bosnia and Herzegovina (December 1999) and the Kosovo. (February 2000).

 National Information Network To The Ministries Of Interior of BiH

EURO 5,578,256

Background

There is currently no national information network linking the Ministries of Interior of Bosnia's two Entities. BiH has a complex, decentralized entity and cantonal police system, which is still dominated by ethnic interests. Consequently, local police authorities do not share law enforcement information, and there is little political will to establish basic working relationships across ethnic lines. This situation has caused criminal activity to flourish in BiH, particularly the trade in stolen vehicles and narcotics trafficking. BiH effectively has become a haven for criminals. The absence of a national information network for local police contributes significantly to internal instability and is a clear threat to regional security.

Stability Pact Commitments. Objectives

This project meets many of the objectives of the Stability Pact Sub - Table on Justice and Home Affairs. First, the creation of a country-wide information network will enable the Ministries of Interior to combat organized crime (tracking stolen vehicles, criminal data), through the introduction of a criminal records management systems and a central intelligence database. The system will facilitate integration with European policing networks, Interpol, and European information-sharing systems. The project will advance institutional reform by fostering increased transparency and modernization in the Ministries of Interior, by harmonizing documentation issued to citizens, and by promoting objective law enforcement and the rule of law. 

Description

The aim of this project is to introduce a national information network to the Ministries of the Interior of the Entity of Republika Srpska and the Entity of the Federation of BiH. The network will require police stations throughout the country to use a common software environment that will enable the sharing of basic law enforcement data. The system will include applications for a common driving license, a common identity card, a criminal records system, and a central intelligence database. This is a joint effort between the Office of the High Representative, US Department of Justice-ICITAP, the United Nations International Police Task Force Organized Crime Unit, and the BiH Ministries of Interior.

Progress to Date

OHR and ICIT AP have held numerous working group sessions with technical experts from the Ministries of the Interior and have forged agreement on a detailed technical concept for the national information network. (See the System Abstract for the Common Software Environment, available from the OHR.) In parallel, OHR has developed a project implementation partnership with ICIT AP and UN IPTF, and has had extensive contact with Interpol, International Center for Migration Policy Development, and EUCARIS (the European vehicle registration database).

The Ministries of Interior have agreed in writing to the concept outlined in the system abstract and have undertaken to provide part of the financing required for the implementation of the project.

The procurement process will begin with the publication of the tender for software development in mid-February 2000. The national information network will be in place and issuance of the common driving licenses and common ID cards will begin by the end of the year 2000.

Improvement Of International Criminal Law Enforcement Cooperation

EURO 150,000

Background

Organized crime, as in all countries in Southeast Europe is proving to be a serious problem in Bosnia and Herzegovina.  In order for the problem of organized crime to be addressed effectively, it must be approached in a well-coordinated approach among the countries of the region and beyond.  One of the bodies that exists in Bosnia and Herzegovina to help facilitate efforts against organized and other crime is Interpol of Bosnia and Herzegovina.  

Bosnia and Herzegovina has been a member of Interpol since 1992.  However, the national Interpol Office has been unable to operate at its utmost potential due to its lack of a communication capacity. Given that national Interpol Office is the only law enforcement institution in Bosnia that has jurisdiction over the entire territory of the country, it has been put anomalous position of being less equipped that the authorities at the sub-state level.

Objectives 

The project will directly contribute to the Stability Pact's efforts in regards to combating organized crime, drug trafficking and trafficking in human beings as well as institutional capacity building.  Moreover, by helping increase the capacity of the national body to address the problem of organized crime and trafficking, it will also contribute to the enhancement of law and order thereby indirectly supplementing the Stability Pact's efforts in creating the basic security environment necessary for economic development.

Description
The project will involve a number of activities to enable the national Interpol Office of Bosnia-Herzegovina to cooperate with national and international law enforcement agencies around the clock.  Those activities may be bulletpointed as being the procurement of necessary equipment for the effective operation of the office; more human resources, and; specialized training.  Further details for each of these will be provided upon request.

Coordination Mechanism of Assistance Programmes to SEE countries

EURO 258,500

Background

The drug problem is exerting growing pressure on the law, order, and internal political. stability in various sub-regions of the world​ Many governments do not have the financial and legislative means, nor the expertise, to adequately address this situation. The donor community is responding with assistance measures; however, their impact is limited by the gap between available resources and the magnitude of the problem. In this situation, prioritization, non-overlapping and non-duplication of assistance has become of crucial importance.

Description

In 1992 UNDCP was requested by donors to take the central coordinating role for bilateral and multilateral assistance in the drug law enforcement sector to Eastern Europe and the former Soviet Union. In response, UNDCP designed the project "Coordination and Development of Assistance Programmes for Eastern Europe, Baltic States, CIS and Georgia.

The methodology and technical tools developed during the previous project phases are well -developed and fully functional. Their efficiency has been tested and confirmed by practical use.  With due regard to the above, the project would gradually expand the geographical coverage of the Coordination Mechanism to include adjacent regions of strategic importance.  It would focus on the following activities:

· -Ongoing analysis of development of drug problems, assistance needs and assistance flows at national and subregional level as a means of, amongst others, providing standard information packages for all countries of the target region as well as ad hoc analytical reports on drug control and assistance trends;

· -Support to formulation of joint UNDCP-donor assistance programmes through the creation of proposals for establishing UNDCP-donor partnerships for joint formulation of technical cooperation programmes and through the formulation of programme documents and contributions to the preparation of Strategy Concepts. 

Progress to date:

The programme has thus far been successfully pursued in Eastern Europe, the Baltic States, the CIS and Georgia.

Combating Trafficking In Human Beings In South-East Europe

EURO 0

Background

Trafficking in human beings has grown considerably in recent years in Europe. In particular, since 1989, criminal networks organising the traffic of human beings (mainly women and young girls, even if male victims exist) from Central and Eastern Europe to western Europe have grown in number. Trafficking has developed mainly because of the serious financial difficulties encountered by some of the population, which make them very vulnerable. 

South-East Europe is particularly affected by the phenomenon of trafficking, also because of the conflict and post-conflict situations that facilitate trafficking in all its forms and most importantly in human beings (this is notably due to the lack of a state governed by the rule of law and effective control at borders). Specialised NGOs in several countries, such Germany, Belgium, Italy and Greece, confirm that more and more people from this region of Europe are involved in prostitution. One of the principal characteristics of the phenomenon of trafficking is its tendency to evolve very rapidly: the criminal networks adapt to the changing circumstances in their field of action by operating in a global manner beyond frontiers.

Faced with this situation, several international organisations have addressed the problem and undertaken actions. These remain, however, one-off events and are limited to a small area. With the establishment of the Stability Pact mechanism, new possibilities emerged, and the opportunity of establishing a Task force responsible for combating trafficking was examined several times, but no final decision was made. 

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

Under the Stability Pact, the participating governments pledged to co-operate towards "combating organised crime, corruption and terrorism and all criminal and illegal activities" as well as "strengthening countries in South-East Europe in their efforts to foster peace, democracy, respect for human rights". Under the Working Table on Security Issues, participants agreed to focus on a number of actions, including "fighting cross-border organised crime, corruption, etc.".

Description

The Seminar planned by the council of Europe will be organised in Greece in order to facilitate the participation of States of the region. All the actors involved in fighting trafficking in human beings will be invited to participate. At national level, in order to ensure a multidisciplinary approach, each country will be invited to be represented by experts with different backgrounds (Human Rights, Law enforcement, civil society). At international and regional level, all institutions involved in combating trafficking will be invited to participate. The seminar will be organised in partnership by the Council of Europe (both its Legal Department and its Human Rights Department), the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights and other international bodies. 

The objective of the seminar will be to prepare a set of recommendations for each participating country and a Regional Plan of Action. The latter will include a number of measures to be implemented in the region in order to combat trafficking.

Progress to date

The organisation of the Seminar has started : preliminary contacts have been made  and draft papers prepared. The Seminar has been scheduled to take place at the end of June 2000. Funds for the organisation have been secured.

Reform of the Criminal Legislation

Background

To a large extent, regional stability depends on efforts by the states concerned to maintain law and order. This task is made particularly difficult by, on the one hand, the social imbalances that encourage delinquency and even the rise of serious and organised crime, and, on the other hand, the tensions between the nationalities and political and religious tensions that divide the population and give rise to confrontations. If democratic stability is to increase, it is important that law and order be maintained in accordance with rule of law principles and that the rights of minorities and different communities be respected. 

In this regard, it is important to adopt and implement criminal legislation that is in conformity with human rights and the European standards of criminal law.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

Sarajevo Summit Declaration (30 July 1999): "We emphasise the important role of the Council of Europe in the implementation of the Stability Pact"

Stability Pact adopted on 10 June 1999 in Cologne: "bringing about mature democratic political processes, (…) grounded in the rule of law and full respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms (…) combating corruption / combating organised crime, corruption and terrorism and all criminal and illegal activities / creating the conditions (…) for full integration into political, economic and security structures of their choice".

Description1
This project aims, on the basis of the previous cooperation developed in the Region within the framework of the ADACS programme of legal cooperation, to reform criminal law and criminal procedures according to the principles of the European Convention of Human Rights and to the European standards defined in particular in the criminal conventions of the Council of Europe.

Progress to date

Albania:
 the criminal code and code of criminal procedure were adopted in 1995 further to cooperation with CoE's experts. CoE's experts are cooperating with the Albanian commissions in charge of the conformity of these codes with the new Constitution. 

Bosnia and Herzegovina: the criminal code and code of criminal procedure of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina were adopted in June 1998 further to cooperation with international experts (OHR, CoE, UNMiBH): substantial amendments to the legislation of the former-Yugoslavia. A second stage should start in the coming months in order to create a new legislation, including the new trends of  criminal legislation; the cooperation to reform criminal legislation in Republika Srpska is going on with the participation of international experts (OHR, CoE, UNMiBH).   

Bulgaria: CoE will participate in the expertise of the draft criminal code and the creation of a new code of criminal procedure (amendments to the present code were adopted in 1999). 

Croatia: legal expertise on the draft law on internal affairs. 

Federal Republic of Yugoslavia - Kosovo: Council of Europe is cooperating with UNMIK and the JAC for the applicable legislation in criminal matters.

Moldova: expert meeting on the draft code of criminal procedure. 

Romania: seminar on the functional and structural relations between judges with duties in criminal proceedings, prosecutors and police officers.

Strengthening The Independent And Effectiveness Of the Judiciary

EURO 1,354,000

Background

It is crucial to the stability of south-east Europe that the judiciary in each state in the Region should operate according to rule of law principles. It is pointless to introduce legislation unless its implementation is effectively guaranteed through supervision by an independent and competent judge and unless those responsible are qualified professionals, in particular lawyers and prosecutors, performing their duties within a specific legal framework. Stability will exist when all citizens living under the jurisdiction of states in the Region have confidence in the structures of states, among which the judiciary occupies a crucial position. The smooth functioning of the courts is also essential for the economic development of these countries. 

Despite of differences arising from historical traditions, legal frameworks and specific constraints applicable in each state in the Region, these countries are faced with similar difficulties and have undertaken, in joining or applying to join the Council of Europe, to work towards identical objectives.

The overriding importance of these objectives which emerged from the Council of Europe's instruments and the work of its committees of experts was also established at the 22nd Conference of European Ministers of Justice, on the independence and impartiality of judges (Chisinau, 17-18 June 1999), and this priority will be reinforced by the 23rd Conference (London, June 2000), on the theme of improving the administration of justice in the 21st century. 

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

Concrete activities of the Action plan have been defined and adopted by the regional conferences of Athens and Budapest and will be completed by the regional conference of Ankara. 

Description
 

The action plan aims to develop a regional approach based on the experience from the last decade and the results of the previous cooperation, through a comprehensive strategy where all the national and international partners will be involved, to strengthen the independence, the effectiveness and then the credibility of the judiciary in the countries of south-eastern Europe. The action plan is being developed on three pillars: 

1.
Training of the judicial professions

2.
Developing structures to guarantee the independence of the judiciary

3.
Improving the effectiveness and quality of the administration of justice

In order to assess the present situation of the countries of the Region, to rely as much as possible on the acquis of the last decade of cooperation, to base further action on strong and unanimously accepted principles and to coordinate relevant projects within the Region, each of these pillars have been launched by a Regional Conference:

1.
Athens, 27 – 28 January 2000:  "Guiding principles in the field of justice", where 


the participants agreed on 17 principles to be respected in the reform of the judiciary.

2.
Budapest, 1 – 2 March 2000: "The independence of the judiciary and the institutions guaranteeing this independence", where concrete actions for the relevant countries have been defined 

3.
Ankara, 23 – 24 March 2000: "Training of  judges and prosecutors and appropriate training structures", where a working group will be established to evaluate the training needs, recommend solutions and organise and monitor implementation of these recommendations.

In addition, specific activity for the creation of a Regional Council of lawyers will be carried out.

Prison Service Reform in Countries and Regions of South Eastern Europe

Background

The administration of prisons is an important issue for the protection of human rights and the security of a state.  
Stability Pact commitments – objectives

Stability Pact adopted on 10 June 1999 in Cologne: "bringing about mature democratic political processes, (…) grounded in the rule of law and full respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms / creating the conditions (…) for full integration into political, economic and security structures of their choice".

Description

The OSCE ODIHR has bee assisting the prison services of Albania, Croatia and FYROM since 1997. The programs are aiming at the operational upgrading of the prison administration. The assistance takes the form of on-going expert advise and training and study visits. The program is carried out in co-operation with the British and the Polish Prison Services.

The objective is to continue assistance to prison services in Albania, Croatia and FYROM with an increasing emphasis on regional cooperation.  An assessment would also be made of the possibility of including the Montenegrin and other prison services into the program.

The following issues shall be addressed in the continuation of the assistance programs: 

- Prisoner's treatment with reference to recommendations of the European Committee for the prevention of torture;

-.Development and improvement of prison training colleges;

- Merging of probation and prison work

- Procedures to deal with emergencies, such as hunger strike and escape

- Twinning of prisons (inside and outside the region)

Progress to date:

The projects have thus far been successfully pursued in Albania, Croatia, and FYROM since 1997.

Organisation and Operation of the Prison System

Background

If democratic stability is to increase, it is important that law and order be maintained in accordance with the principles of the rule of law and that the rights of minorities and different communities be respected.  In this regard, it is important to implement criminal legislation that is in conformity with human rights and the European standards of criminal law. 

Particular importance should also be attached to training those responsible for ensuring security and order at all levels, on the basis of the standards established by the Council of Europe.  

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

Sarajevo Summit declaration (July 30, 1999) : "We emphasise the important role of the Council of Europe in the implementation of the Stability Pact".

Stability Pact adopted on June 10, 1999 in Cologne: "bringing about mature democratic political processes, (…) grounded in the rule of law and full respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms / creating the conditions (…) for full integration into political, economic and security structures of their choice".

Description
This project aims, on the basis of the previous cooperation developed in the region within the framework of the ADACS programme of legal cooperation, to ensure the smooth running of the prison system in accordance with the European Prison Rules and other relevant European legal instruments; to improve the management of the prison administration and individual prisons and to promote best practice for prisoner rehabilitation and the prevention of recidivism (preparation for release; education and training programmes; work in penal institutions; post-release support).

Progress to date

An  action plan for prison reforms, conducted by a Steering group is currently being developed in Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Moldova.

Specific activities planned for 2000 in Bulgaria, Croatia, Romania and Turkey (within the framework of the ADACS programme of legal cooperation).

Multinational Police Training

Background

Crime, organised crime and trafficking are serious problems currently confronting Southeast Europe.  The existence of those problems points towards the need or an enhancement of police skills in the region.

Stability Pact Commitments, Objectives

By offering training to police and border police, the project would contribute to the efforts of the Stability Pact pertaining to police training, combating organised crime and trafficking as well as securing respect for human rights.  Moreover, by focusing on police reform, the project will also contribute to the Stability Pact's efforts in regards to institutional reform.

Description

The project would focus on establishing cooperation in the field of "Police and Judicial Reform" while at the same time pursuing projects to combat transnational organised crime and corruption.
In particular, it will provide multinational training programmes for police and border police officers from South-East European countries as well as academic and practical instruction, including on-the-job training, in Germany. 

The programmes are also designed to help establish lasting contacts and long-term working relationships among the participants. 
The possibility of offering technical assistance and special equipment (e.g. equipment for communication and data processing) in order to improve police and border police structures in the countries of the region will also be considered.

The project would involve the training of multinational forces in organising, handling and managing the fight against major forest fires as well as cooperating with civil authorities during such operations.  The countries participating in the exercises would primarily be NATO and PfP member states.
